The awards may be awarded 
annually in each category. 
 

Distinguished Alumni Award 
 
The Distinguished Alumni Award recognizes those alumni who have distinguished themselves in their 
careers and service to their communities. 
 
Criteria 
 
The Distinguished Alumni Award may be presented to at least one but not more than three outstanding 
individuals annually.  This award honors alumni who have distinguished themselves through 
outstanding contributions to their profession. 
 
Nominees for the award must: 
 

1. Have achieved recognized success in their business, or other vocational undertaking 
(recognized success is defined as outstanding leadership, professional achievement or 
distinction in one’s chosen field). 

2. Be recognized for their professional contributions to their community at a local, national, or 
international level. 

3. Demonstrated leadership or involvement on behalf of TC3. 
 
Eligibility 
 
Any graduate (degree or certificate) of TC3 may be nominated for the award.
